 Teachers can walk a fine line between validating 
all types of families and singling out students 

for that validation. By providing appropriate 
curriculum, media materials, and visual images 
in the classroom, teachers can send a powerful 
message about respect and diversity without 
embarrassing students or violating their privacy.

Las familias son agrupaciones de personas que 
pueden o no estar viviendo juntos, pero son 

percibidas por el niño a ser “familia”. Ellos pueden 
ser permanente, temporal, o intercambiable. 
Los niños definen a sus familias como unidades 
de adultos que hacen que se sientan seguros y 
felices. Ellos quieren estabilidad, tradición y 
amor. Muchos niños reciben esto en grandes dosis 
y para otros es más difícil de alcanzar. Incluso en 
casos de abuso, los niños podrían preferir estar 
con su “familia”. Ya que los niños de todos los 
tipos de familias enfrentan desafíos en el hogar, la 
escuela debe ser un lugar que ofrezca comodidad 
y que haga valida todas las estructuras familiares.  
 
Los profesores pueden caminar en una línea fina 
entre la validación de todos los tipos de familias al 
singularizar a los estudiantes por estas validaciones. 
Al proporcionar un plan de estudios apropiado, 
materiales de los medios de comunicación, e 
imágenes visuales en la clase, los profesores pueden 
enviar un mensaje poderoso sobre el respeto y la 
diversidad sin avergonzar a los estudiantes o violar 
su privacidad.

Families are groupings 
of individuals who 

may or may not be living 
together, but are perceived 
by the child to be “family.” 
They may be permanent, 
temporary, or fluid. Children 
define their families as units 
that include adults who 
make them feel safe and 
happy. They want stability, 
tradition, and love. Many 
children get this in large 
doses, and for others it’s 

more elusive. Even in cases of abuse, children may still choose 
to be with their “family.” As children from all types of families 
face challenges at home, the school setting should be one that 
offers comfort and that validates all family structures.
